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Minutes of 112th PSOC meeting held on 19.08.2017 at PTC, Chandaka

CGM, SLDC welcomed all the members to the 112th PSOC meeting. In his welcome address, he highlighted the system performance for the month of July’2017 and overall power scenario of the State. He also emphasized on the power drawal, made by all the Discoms during the month. 
D.G.M. (SS), SLDC took the agenda items for discussion. 

The review proceeded as follows: 
1: Confirmation of minutes of 111th PSOC meeting held on 19.07.2017
The minutes of meeting was circulated vide letter No. SGM (PS)-Pl-15/2016/2686(49) dated 26.07.2017 to all the members and also uploaded in the SLDC website. No comment has been received from any of the member except OHPC, which was clarified in the Agenda. 
Deliberation in the meeting:
The minutes of 111th PSOC meeting was confirmed. 
PART B : SYSTEM PERFORMANCE
B1: Review of Grid Performance for the month of July’2017.
(A)  Frequency 

It was noticed that, during the month of July’17, 68.33 % of times the frequency remained in the IEGC band i.e.  49.90Hz - 50.05Hz in comparison to 70.86 % during the month of  June’17. The maximum and minimum System frequency during the month was 50.15 Hz & 49.76 Hz respectively.

 (B)  Grid demand 

Grid demand for the month of  July’17 was reviewed. The average consumption during the month was 3276MW. The maximum System demand of 4233 MW occurred on 05.07.17at 20:00 Hrs and minimum demand of 2596 MW occurred on 23.07.17 at 14:00 Hrs. 
Deliberation in the meeting

It is observed that the average demand during the month of  July’ 17 has been increased by 125 MW while the peak demand  was increased by 224 MW from that of June’17. The average demand during the month has been increased by 37 MW in comparison to July’16. The energy consumption has been increased due to import of power by M/s Vedanta Ltd. through Open Access transaction.
 (C)  Voltage Profile of important Sub Stations in OPTCL System during the month of July’17.

The Voltage profile at different 220 kV buses in OPTCL system during the month of July’17 was reviewed. 
The maximum Voltage of 240.00 kV occurred at Jayanagar 220 kV bus. Paradeep 220 kV bus has experienced the minimum Voltage of 204.15 kV. Bus Voltages at Samgara, Lapanga and Cuttack could not be incorporated due to non availability of energy meter in those S/Ss. The 220 kV Voltage profile of Jayanagar and Narendrapur and 400 kV Voltage profile of Meramundali bus during the month of July 2017 in 15 minute block was reviewed.
Deliberation in the meeting:
The overall Voltage profile of 220 kV buses is satisfactory. CGM (PP) stated that Meramundali 400 kV bus Voltage had remained above 3% of normal Voltage for which GRIDCO shall pay penalty for VAr injection. O&M may explore the installation of reactor at Meramundali as suggested by ERLDC during joint study. O&M stated that the DPR for installation of reactor shall be sent to NLDC for PSDF funding. SLDC may monitor the VAr injection by generators connected to Meramundali S/S.

(D) Loading of 220/ 132 kV Auto at 220 kV S/Ss in OPTCL system for the month of July’17.

Auto loading of all 220 kV S/Ss was reviewed. It was noticed that some of the Autos have not been provided with energy meter. 
Deliberation in the meeting:
CGM (O&M) stated that energy meters have already been reached at site. The meters could not be tested as; the testing kit is yet to be received. All meters are expected to be commissioned by end of August’17.

(E) DISCOM Drawal during the month of July’17 
The schedule and actual energy drawal by Discoms for the month of July’17 was reviewed. 
Deliberation in the meeting:
It was noticed that CESU had overdrawn 13.605 MU followed by NESCO 2.850 MU, while  WESCO & SOUTHCO had under drawn during the month.

(F) Energy Generation / import during the month of July’17 
Energy generation and exchange during the month of  July’17 was reviewed. The total quantum of energy drawn from all the generation sources including Central Sector Share and CGP/IPP support during the month was 2437 MU. 
Deliberations in the meeting
The energy demand has been increased due to import of power by M/S Vedanta Ltd. through Open Access transaction.
 (G) Drawal of Machhakund Power during the month of July’17
The drawal of Machhakund power during the month of July’17 was 15.056 MU, against AP drawal of 16.232 MU. 
Deliberations in the meeting

SLDC stated that matching load for drawal of Machhakund share was not feasible during the month of July’2017 due to low generation.

(H) Under Frequency relay operation in OPTCL System during the month of July’17.

There is no UF Relay operation during the month of July’17 as the frequency had never gone beyond 48.50 Hz. 
(I) Status of Open Access applications during the month of July’2017
Status of Open Access Applications received and disposed by SLDC during the month was reviewed.

Deliberations in the meeting
Total 141 numbers of Short Term / Medium term and Collective transaction applications have been processed by SLDC for according Approval / Consent / NoC during the month.

C.2: Restoration of PLCC system of important lines

In 130th OCC meeting, OPTCL informed that PLCC panels at 220kV Joda end will be commissioned within a week. JUSNL informed that the Ramchandrapur end is ready in all respect for implementation of PLCC.

In 35th TCC, OPTCL informed that PLCC panels at 220kV Joda end will be commissioned by March 2017.

In 131st OCC, WBPDCL informed that shutdown was proposed on 31st March, 2017 to complete the work. OPTCL informed that PLCC panels will be commissioned by March 2017.

In 111th PSOC meeting CGM (Telecom) stated that BPL had attended and commissioned the PLCC but some defects had been noticed in the Card. However, BPL has assured to replace the Card within 10 days.

Deliberations in the meeting

CGM (Telecom) stated that PLCC at Joda has been commissioned on 27th July’17 and tested.

C.3: Status of construction of 400 kV Sterlite-Jharsuguda D/C sections

35th ERPC decided to extend the dead line for removal of LILO up to 15.04.2017 and advised Vedanta to strictly adhere to the schedule for commissioning of the dedicated line in all aspects.

Further, ERPC authorised CTU to open the LILO on 16.04.2017.

In 131st OCC, Vedanta submitted the item wise schedule. Subsequently, GRIDCO vide letter dated 13.04.17 has requested for extending the LILO connectivity till 30.06.2017.

In 132nd OCC, GRIDCO/OPTCL intimated that the line is expected to be completed by 31st May, 2017 in all respects. But keeping in view of peak summer the LILO may be allowed to continue till 30th June, 2017 to support the OPTCL system.

In view of above, OCC agreed to extend the interim LILO connectivity till 30th June, 2017. It was also decided that the LILO may be disconnected on 1st July, 2017.
GRIDCO/OPTCL assured that the dedicated line will be completed by mid of June, 2017 and the LILO may be disconnected on 01.07.2017.

OCC advised OPTCL and Vedanta to complete the work at the earliest and no further extension will be granted for removal of LILO.

In the 110th PSOC meeting, SLDC stated that permission for charging of 220 kV Pandiabili-Samangara line was allowed by ERLDC with an undertaking by SLDC to install RTU at Samangara within two months time. It was decided that Telecom may use the RTU already installed in any new S/S which is yet to be commissioned and install at Samangara S/S.  

In the 111th PSOC meeting CGM (Telecom) stated that the RTU presently installed at Olaver S/S shall be removed and used at Samangara S/S by end of July’17. CGM (Const) has already been requested for provision of RTU at Samangara for booking the cost of the RTU.   

Deliberations in the meeting

CGM (Telecom) stated that tender for installation of RTU at Samangara will be done within a week of time.

C.5: Preparation of crisis management plan for Cyber Security in Power Sector in line with CERT-IN.

The activity of the preparation of Crisis Management Plan for countering the cyber attacks and its implementation including the Mock Drills, audits etc. is being monitored by CEA regularly in line with crisis management plant of Ministry of Power. Power Utilities (including generation, transmission & distribution utilities) of eastern region are to furnish regularly, the updated status to Chief Engineer, Distribution Planning & Development Division, CEA. NTPC communicated their activity of the preparation of Crisis Management Plan for countering the cyber attacks vide letter dated 2nd August, 2013.

In 113th OCC, Member Secretary informed that during interaction with consultants of Grid Study Committee, NLDC agreed that they will plan for conducting workshops on crisis management plan for Cyber Security and few workshops will also be held in Eastern Region.

CESC vide letter dated 22.08.15 had furnished their status of the preparation of Crisis Management Plan (CMP) for Cyber attacks in their system.
In the 107th PSOC meeting, CGM (IT) informed that “Crisis management plan” work is awarded to M/s Digital Age Strategies Pvt. Ltd. The said firm has completed the study of Servers and Firewalls at SLDC, Bhubaneswar and back-up SLDC at Meramundali. Presently the data centers of SLDC and GRIDCO are being audited for IT security vulnerability assessment.

SLDC is requested to nominate one officer for attending the Cyber Security training to be held at Bengaluru during 11th to 15th April’2017. Nominations from GRIDCO and OPTCL have since been received. Top management awareness-cum Seminar on the subject shall be organized subsequently.

In the 108th PSOC meeting, IT stated that the Cyber Security training was held at Bengaluru during 11th to 15th April’2017. Regarding the proposed in house training to be held at Bangalore, members suggested to conduct the training at Bhubaneswar, so that all other officers can attend the same. IT requested to spare one room at SLDC building for Security Operation Center. SLDC stated that there is no spare room available at present.

In the 109th PSOC meeting CGM (IT) stated that top level sensitization program will be held on 25th May’17, after which the suggestions will be implemented.
In the 110th PSOC meeting, IT stated that the meeting was held on 23.06.2017. SLDC shall comply with the action to be taken relating to SCADA.

In the 111th PSOC meeting DGM (Telecom) stated that the compliance of action to be taken on SCADA related issues is under process.
Deliberations in the meeting

IT stated that compliance of audit report is pending with DGM (Telecom.) / Chemtrols. Tendering for ISO 27001 certification & Security Operation Centre (SOC) is under process. A presentation on the same is scheduled on 22.08.17 by Earnest & Young & RSA.

C.6: Certification through BIS as per IS 18001:2007 to all generating / transmission units.

In 84th OCC meeting all constituents were requested to interact with BIS with intimation to ERPC and get certified as per CEA direction.

In the 110th PSOC meeting CGM (O&M) stated that BIS office at Bhubaneswar was contacted in this regard. It was decided that OPTCL shall nominate its officers to take training. After completion of training they will conduct audit and certify.
In the 111th PSOC meeting CGM (O&M) stated that 22 nos of officers are nominated from Chandaka, Mendhasal, Atri, Kesura, Bidanasi & Cuttack S/Ss to undergo training. Awareness training shall be started from 1st week of August’17. After receiving the price offer, order will be placed. 
Deliberations in the meeting

CGM (O&M) stated that offer letter has been received from BIS. Certification for 6 Nos of S/Ss will be done by December’2017.

C.7: Replacement of old RTU in Eastern Region for reporting of RTU / SAS to back-up control centre

The matter for replacement of old RTU in Eastern Region for reporting to back up control centre has been discussed in a special project review meeting held on 14th February 2017 at ERPC & also on 35th TCC/ERPC meeting held on 24th / 25th February 2017, It was also mentioned that there would not be any service support for the old RTUs from POWERGRID after 15 years of operation period. It was accordingly advised to ERLDC to form a committee with POWERGRID as a nodal agency for assessment of such old RTUs vis-a-vis further action plan on replacement.

It was also advised to submit a report in the next TCC/ERPC meeting.

The matter for replacement of old RTU in Eastern Region for reporting to back up control centre has been discussed again in 19th SCADA O&M meeting held at ERLDC, Kolkata on 07th April 2017, wherein nomination of nodal person name from OPTCL, WBSETCL, DVC, BSPTCL, JUSNL, POWERGRID ERTS-1, POWERGRID ERTS-2, ERLDC, MPL & Jorethang has been collected.

Nomination from NTPC all stations including Nabinagar, NHPC all stations, Dikchu, Teesta-III, Chuzachen, JITPL, GMR, Ind Bharat & APNRL are yet to be provided. ERLDC has already issued letter ref no: ERLDC / SCADA O&M / 2017/ dated 11.04.2017 for the same. It is requested to provide the nomination from these stations.
In the 108th PSOC meeting, CGM (Telecom) stated that tender has already been floated for replacement of old RTUs. A meeting is scheduled to be held between OPTCL, POWERGRID and Chemtrol during 1st week of May’17 to decide integration charges.  

In the 109th PSOC meeting, CGM (Telecom) stated that POWERGRID suggested to contact the vendor directly as the contract period is over. The tender has been cancelled. A fresh tender will be done.

In the 109th PSOC meeting, CGM (Telecom) stated that OPTCL has asked some clarifications regarding integration charges. After receiving the same, retendering process will be initiated.

In the 111th PSOC meeting CGM (Telecom) stated that ERLDC has forwarded one RTU specification for Eastern region. A meeting is scheduled to be held on 04.08.2017 at ERLDC to finalize the tender specification. 
Deliberations in the meeting
CGM (Telecom) stated that RTU specification has been finalized on 7th August’17. Tendering will be done after approval of CMD, OPTCL.

C.8: Implementation of Automatic Demand Management Scheme

CERC have allowed dead line till 30.06.2016 to the Respondent for implementation of ADMS. Failing which they will be liable for action under Section 142 of the Act.

The DPR for ADMS has already been approved by BoD, OPTCL. SLDC shall submit the proposal for funding by PSDF for ADMS to O&M wing of OPTCL for further action.
In the 108th PSOC meeting, SLDC stated that filling of format for PSDF and floating of tender is under process. The DPR will be sent to ERPC. CGM (Telecom) stated that SLDC may contact the consultant of PSDF for filling the format. The proposal has already been sent to NLDC to include for funding through PSDF.
In the 109th PSOC meeting, SLDC stated that floating of tender is under process. 
In the 110th PSOC meeting, SLDC stated that floating of tender will be done within two weeks.
In the 111th PSOC meeting SLDC stated that on implementation of GST in the country, the commercial aspect of the tender need to be changed. The tender is expected to be floated within 10 days.

GCC has convened a meeting with all the CGP and EHT consumers on 21st February’2017 to discuss the communication issues. In the 106th PSOC, SGM (Telecom) stated that data from Paradeep S/S will be obtained after availing shutdown of 220 kV Duburi-Paradeep DC line for OPGW stringing. 

In the 108th PSOC meeting, GCC stated that, the minutes of the meeting have already been forwarded to OERC. SLDC stated that the generation of GMR unit connected to the State network is being received. It was decided that CGM (Telecom) will write to GMR for installation of a separate RTU for the said unit.
In the 109th PSOC meeting, Members suggested that GCC may file a Petition before the OERC for non compliance of data communication by the CGPs.
Member Secretary GCC vide letter No. 4531(6) dated 07.08.2017 intimated that they have requested Hon’ble OERC vide letter 4510 dated 05.08.2017 to initiate suitable action against the industries those have not complied the provision of real time data communication to SLDC. 
Deliberations in the meeting
CGM (Telecom) stated that GMR has agreed to lay OPGW to provide data of their STU connected unit to SLDC control room. SLDC suggested that GCC has to take necessary follow up action with OERC. 

[Action: GCC / RT&C]
D.4: Web based drawal / generation scheduling.

In the 107th PSOC meeting, CGM (IT) informed that Generators web based scheduling work is completed except for generation of report indicating “Final Generation Schedule” for which SLDC shall furnish the requisite format.  SLDC was requested for a report to ascertain the submission of schedule by the CGPs.

In the 108th PSOC meeting, IT stated that final report generation will be completed by April’2017. Searching and Sorting of data has been done. The status to indicate whether the CGP has done scheduling or not, will be completed. SLDC may go for parallel run of the program for the month of May and June’17. From 1st July’17 the software will be made operative. SLDC may write a letter in line with the above program.
In the 111th PSOC meeting it was decided that from 1st August 2017 the schedule submitted through web portal will be considered. The web based schedule will be implemented for TTPS and Ib TPS from 1st September’2017. SLDC may intimate all the CGP and State Thermal generators accordingly. SLDC have intimated some problems in the software which need to be rectified by IT.

Deliberations in the meeting

SLDC stated that GMR has raised certain issues regarding the provisions. IT has assured to resolve the same. It was decided that SLDC will conduct a training program for Generators before implementation of 2nd phase web based scheduling for TTPS, IBTPS & IPPs.

D.5: Implementation of Automatic Meter Reading for OPTCL-Discom interface points.

The work for Automatic Meter Reading (AMR) for all the interface points is in progress. 

It was deliberated that that from 1st March onwards the AMR shall be made “Go live”. Data will be available after one hour lapses of time.

In the 100th PSOC meeting CGM (IT) stated that by end of August’2016 testing of all meters of CESU control area will be completed for billing purpose. SLDC may check August data from both the meters.

In the 104th PSOC meeting, DGM (IT) stated that, data from 90 Nos of S/Ss will be provided by January’2017. Gridco stated that the events such as PT failure, CT polarity reversal, meter power failure, MD reset, time synchronization etc. are not being incorporated the AMR. It was decided that IT, SLDC and GRIDCO may have a separate meeting to resolve the issue.

In the 105th PSOC meeting DGM (IT) stated that, data from 100 Nos of S/Ss will be provided by February’17. The issues raised by Gridco will be addressed except Time synchronization and MD reset.

In the 109th PSOC meeting IT stated that parallel billing for 188 Nos of metering points has been done but the report is yet to be received by IT. UAT team have given their observations. The parallel billing shall be continued. 

In the 111th PSOC meeting DGM (IT) stated that TCS will comply with the discrepancies identified by UAT team by 20th July’17. Director (Commercial) will take a meeting on 27th July’17. The no of decimal points to be kept will be decided in the meeting.

Deliberations in the meeting

DGM (IT) stated that TCS has complied with the discrepancies in August data. 679 Nos meter data have been collected during this month. Further, 750 Nos meter data will be available by next month. It was also decided that on 1st day of the month, SLDC will download the meter data and TCS will collect data on 2nd day and complete by evening of the day. On the 3rd day, SLDC and TCS will analyze the mismatch of data, if any. Further, a meeting may be convened by GRIDCO with all the DISCOMs to discuss acceptance of meter data through Text file.
[Action: SLDC / IT/ GRIDCO]
D.6: Software for Deviation charge billing.

Hon’ble OERC may notify “Intra State Deviation settlement and related matters” Regulation at any time. For implementation of the regulation, required software for Deviation Charge billing need to be developed and tested. CGM (IT) may take necessary steps for development of the software.

In the 106th PSOC meeting CGM (IT) stated that the work will be awarded to TCS after notification of Deviation Mechanism Regulations by OERC. SLDC stated that OERC may not allow time for implementation of the DSM Regulations. As such action may be taken for placing Order.

In the 111th PSOC meeting IT stated that TCS is reluctant to forward their offer till resolve of AMR issue. Members stated that there is no relation between the two issues. IT may go for tendering for development of the software.

As informed by IT, A core committee has been constituted for in house development of DSM software.

Deliberations in the meeting

A Committee has been constituted for in house development of the software.

D.7.DISCOM Issues

CESU

Wide mismatch between actual drawal data and drawal displayed in the SCADA. The mismatch is to the tune of -139 to +195 MW some times. Action may be taken to reduce the mismatch.
Deliberations in the meeting

SLDC stated that CESU may develop the demand estimation logic without depending fully on SCADA data. The SCADA display data is for monitoring purpose only, which may not match exactly with the meter data. Both data may be compared to ascertain the error correction factor. CESU may instruct their representative deployed at SLDC to match the SCADA data with the field data and intimate the discrepancy, if any, to Telecom personnel at SLDC.

E.2: Installation of ABT compliance Energy Meter at Ib TPS feeders & Generators / Furnishing of DC

SLDC shall prepare the schedule and Energy Accounting in respect of IbTPS. It is learnt that the Main meter installed by IbTPS feeders is recording 30 minutes reading while Check meter provided by OPTCL is recording 15 minutes reading. Unless ABT compliance Main and Check energy meters installed in IbTPS feeders & Generators, the energy accounting and PAFM cannot be computed. It is requested OPTCL / IbTPS to provide ABT compliance Main and Check meters in all the 220 kV IbTPS feeders & Generators.

In the last meeting, O&M stated that IB TPS has placed requisition for 6 Nos of Apex meters. SLDC stated that for replacement of all meters including generators, 10 nos of meters will be required. IBTPS may place their requisition for 10 Nos. of meters.

Deliberations in the meeting
It was decided that OPTCL may release 6 Nos of meters to IbTPS and install 4 nos of meters as check meters in feeders.

It was decided that SLDC and Telecom executives who participated in the ERPC meeting may use the software for demand estimation and test the accuracy. After satisfactory operation, a training program may be conducted for DISCOMs.

E.10: Compliance of CEA Regulations for Grid Connectivity of Renewable Energy Sources.
As per CEA (Technical Standards for connectivity to Grid) Regulations, 2007, dated 21st February 2007, the pertinent clauses 6 (iii) & 6 (iv) (b) of general Connectivity Conditions shall be applicable to all the Generating Projects including the renewable, which are getting connected to the Grid at voltage level of 33kV & above. Subsequently, CEA have notified the CEA (Technical Standards for Connectivity of the Distributed Generation Resources) Regulations 2013 dated 30.09.2013. These Regulations are applicable for “Distributed Generation Resources”, which means A Generating Station feeding electricity into the System at voltage level below 33kV. Needless to mention that these Regulations also cover the renewable projects connected to the Distribution Licensee’s System at voltage level of below 33kV. The letter received from CEA is annexed herewith. 

SLDC has already forwarded the Regulations & a letter received from DoE, Govt. of Odisha to the Distribution Licensees.  

A meeting was convened on 29.07.2017 by Director (Commercial) between all RE Generators, SLDC, GRIDCO, DISCOMS & Telecom to decide the strategy. It was decided that the RE generators shall suggest the mechanism to be adopted for real time data communication to SLDC & Telecom to examine the same. Another meeting was proposed to be convened in the month of August’17 to finalize the mechanism of data communication.   

Deliberations in the meeting

CGM (PP) stated that the RE Generators will give a demo for real time data communication from their unit to SLDC through GPS.
