Minutes of 125th PSOC meeting held on 20.09.2018 at Hotel May Fair, BBSR
List of participants is at Annexure.

The historical 125th PSOC meeting was held at Hotel May Fair, Bhubaneswar under the ages of Vedanta Ltd. Director (HRD), Director (Operation) & Director (Project), OPTCL, Director (Commercial), GRIDCO, were inaugurated the meeting by lighting up the lamp.
Chief Load Despatcher, SLDC welcomed all the respected guests and members to the auspicious 125th Power System Operational Coordination meeting. He highlighted the remarkable achievements made through this forum for resolving several important issues relating to power sector of the State. He also highlighted the inspiration & encouragement of CMD, OPTCL for successful conduct of 124 meetings and achievements of such objectives. 
Director (HRD) in his address wished all success to the PSOC forum. 

Director (Commercial), GRIDCO, Director (Operation) & Director (Project), OPTCL highlighted the importance of the meeting and role of this forum to resolve various issues relating to State Power System. 
The inaugural function ended with vote of thanks to all the guests by Sr.GM, SLDC.

Technical Session

Chief Load Despatcher, SLDC, OPTCL again welcomed all the participants to the 125th Power System Operational Coordination meeting and highlighted the system performance during the month of August’2018 and overall power scenario of the State. He also emphasized on the drawal by all the Discoms during the month. 

G.M., GRIDCO took the agenda items for discussion. 

The review proceeded as follows: 
1: Confirmation of minutes of 124th PSOC meeting held on 28.08.2018
The minutes of meeting was circulated vide letter No. SGM (PS)-Pl-15/2017/2767(47) dated 01.09.2018 to all the members and also uploaded in the SLDC website. No comment has been received from any of the members.

Deliberation in the meeting:
Since no comments have been received from the members, the minutes of 124th PSOC meeting was confirmed. 
PART B : SYSTEM PERFORMANCE
B1: Review of Grid Performance for the month of August’2018.
(A)  Frequency 

It was noticed that, during the month of August’18, 72.12 % of times the frequency remained in the IEGC band i.e.  49.90Hz - 50.05Hz in comparison to 72.04 % during the month of  July’18. The maximum and minimum System frequency during the month was 50.12 Hz & 49.70 Hz respectively.
In the 123nd PSOC meeting Telecom stated that the adoption of PMU frequency can resolve the problem of mismatch with ERLDC frequency.
In the 124th PSOC meeting Telecom stated that adoption of PMU frequency is under process.

Deliberations in the meeting

Sr. G.M (Telecom) stated that the State is ready for adoption of PMU frequency, provided ERLDC will adopt the same, to avoid mismatch. SLDC may raise this issue in the OCC meeting of ERPC.  
[Action: Telecom / SLDC]  
 (B)  Grid demand 

Grid demand for the month of  August’18 was reviewed. The average consumption during the month was 4254 MW. The maximum System demand of 5428 MW occurred on 23.08.18 at 21:00 Hrs and minimum demand of 3313 MW occurred on 28.08.18 at 14:00 Hrs. 
Deliberation in the meeting

It is observed that the average demand during the month of  August’ 18 has increased by 593 MW and maximum demand  has decreased by 930 MW in comparison to July’18. Due to change of weather condition and power import by Vedanta Ltd through Open Access transaction, the demand has increased during the month.
 (C)  Voltage Profile of important Sub Stations in OPTCL System during the month of August’18.

The Voltage profile at different 220 kV buses in OPTCL system during the month of  August’18 was reviewed. 
The maximum Voltage of 235.73  kV occurred at Jayanagar 220 kV bus, while Lapanga  220 kV bus has experienced the minimum Voltage of 200.51 kV. The 220 kV Voltage profile of Jayanagar and Narendrapur and 400 kV Voltage profile of Meramundali, Mendhasal  and New Duburi bus during the month of August 2018 has been reviewed. 
(D) Loading of 220/ 132 kV Auto at 220 kV S/Ss in OPTCL system for the month of August’18.

Auto loading of all 220 kV S/Ss during the month of August’18 was reviewed. 
(E) DISCOM Drawal during the month of August’18 
The schedule and actual energy drawal by Discoms for the month of August’18 was reviewed. 
Deliberation in the meeting:
It was noticed that NESCO & WESCO have over drawn while CESU had under drawn their respective scheduled energy during the month.

[Action: DISCOMs] 
(F) Energy Generation / import during the month of August’18 
Energy generation and exchange during the month of  August’18 was reviewed. The total quantum of energy drawn from all the generation sources including Central Sector Share and CGP/IPP support during the month was 3164.60 MU. 
Deliberations in the meeting
The energy demand has been increased due to power import by Vedanta CGP through Open Access transaction.

(G) Drawal of Machhakund Power during the month of August’18
The drawal of Machhakund power during the month of August’18 was 23.57 MU, against AP drawal of 25.708 MU. 
Deliberations in the meeting

Southco stated that drawal of power from Podagada S/s will be increased from the month of December.
(H) Under Frequency relay operation in OPTCL System during the month of August’18.

There is no UF Relay operation during the month of August’18 as the frequency had never gone beyond 48.50 Hz. 
(I) Status of Open Access applications during the month of August’2018
Status of Open Access Applications received and disposed by SLDC during the month was reviewed.

Deliberations in the meeting
Total 153 numbers of Short Term / Medium term and Collective transaction applications have been processed by SLDC for according Approval / Consent / NoC during the month. GRIDCO stated that SLDC shall prepare the deviation bill for all OA customers exporting power.

West Bengal, DVC and Odisha may please deliberate the reason of continuous over drawal and future action plan to mitigate such contingency situation. 
Deliberations in the meeting
SLDC stated that OCC expressed its concern for over drawl by the constituents. It was deliberated that due to peak shortage the State was over drawing. The State is trying to avoid over drawl. GRIDCO was requested to take necessary action for arranging power to avoid over drawl in future.

[Action: GRIDCO / SLDC]

C.3: Scheduling of Un-requisitioned Surplus (URS) power from ISGS – ERLDC 

In 148th OCC meeting, NTPC and beneficiaries of ER are agreed that the decision of ERLDC in respect of scheduling & dispatch of URS power from the NTPC stations in the Eastern Region shall be binding on them and also indemnify ERLDC in all respects for this scheduling of URS power. 

In line to this and as per the CERC vide order dated 17/10/2017 against Petition No. 16/SM/2015, ERLDC has given permission to the beneficiaries to punch their URS requisition from the respective generating station in ERLDC WBES portal using their login credentials. No real time approval/consent from NTPC Patna is required now onwards. URS scheduling methodology followed: 

1. All day-ahead URS requisitions punched by various beneficiaries from a particular ISGS station till 19:00 Hrs are considered together and allocated on pro-rate basis.

2. 19:00 Hrs on ward for day-ahead schedule and real time schedule preparation, URS allocation is done on first cum first serve basis. 

3. URS requisition of different beneficiaries punched for a particular generator for a particular block is scheduled on pro-rate basis. 

Deliberations in the meeting

SLDC stated that this procedure is being adopted at present.

C.4: Multiple Contingency due to the Tower Collapse of 400 kV Purnea-Biharsharif D/C and 400 kV Kishenganj-Patna D/C in the Eastern Region-ERLDC 

On 01-09-18 400 kV Kishenganj-Patna D/C got tripped on Tower Collapse. With this tower collapse and already ongoing outage of 400 kV Purnea-Biharsharif D/C on tower collapse (since 10-08-18) the network in NR/ER/NER corridor has become significantly depleted. The high hydro generation scenario prevailing at Tala, Chukha, Sikkim and NER is causing high flow in the chicken neck corridor. Under such condition, it is pertinent to note that contingency of Purnea-
Muzaffarpur or Purnea-Malda D/C line will lead to islanding of Sikkim, Bhutan, N. Bengal, NERand the HVDC from the rest of the system. 

 In order to ensure the system reliability following actions have been taken: 

xxxxxx

Desired Actions from All Utilities in the Eastern region: 

 1. ENCIL and PGCIL:To expedite the restoration of 400 kV Purnea-Biharsharif D/C and 400 kV Kishenganj-Patna D/C on war footing basis. 

2. PGCIL:  

a. Any untoward contingency of Kishenganj and Purnea substation to be informed to ERLDC/NLDC at the earliest and to be ready for handling any emergency like flood/equipment failure etc. 

b. Protection System at Binaguri, KishenganjandPurnea to be kept healthy. No unwanted tripping of transmission lines is desired from these substations because of protection mal-operation. 
c. Communication System along with SCADA data to ERLDC to be ensured at all points of time.

3. All Utilities of the Eastern region:  

a. Keeping the Lines/ICTs available all the time. 

b. Any outage at 220 kV level affecting the East Bihar, North Bengal and Sikkim to be done with prior information to ERLDC.

 c. All defence mechanism such as UFR, SPS and df/dt to be kept in service all the time.

4. All SLDCs and Generators: All constituents to adhere drawl according to their schedule to avoid any stress in the grid and corridor. 

5. All Generators of Eastern Region: RGMO/FGMO for all eligible generating unit to be kept in service.  

6. All Hydro Generation of Sikkim/Bhutan: Blocking of high-frequency tripping of Units in Hydro station of NER/Sikkim/Bhutan during the contingency of system separation and high Rate of change of frequency (3.5 to 4 Hz/sec). 

Deliberations in the meeting

OHPC stated that they have applied for exemption before the CERC. It was decided that all the generators shall intimate SLDC regarding functioning of RGMO /FGMO of their units.

[Action: All generators / IPPs] 
C.5: Long Outage of transmission elements in Eastern Region
e) Breakers at 400/220kV Indravati (OHPC) S/s  

In 141st OCC, it was explained that 3x105 MVA 400/220kV ICT-I tie breaker, 220kV Bus coupler and transfer bus breakers are not in service at 400/220kV Indravati (OHPC) S/s.  

In 142nd OCC, OHPC submitted the action plan as follows: 

1. 220kV Bus Coupler: CB and CT needed to be replaced. They would restore the Bus coupler by August 2018.  
2. 220kV Bus tie: CB and CT needed to be replaced. They would restore the Bus Tie by November 2018. 
3. 400kV Tie-1 Breaker: CB and CT needed to be replaced. They would restore the 400kV  Tie-I by January 2019.  

In 148th OCC, OHPC informed that 220kV Bus Coupler would be restored by end of August 2018.  

In the 124th PSOC meeting OHPC stated that 220 kV Bus coupler CB is in operational condition. Spare CT is not available for restoration of Bus coupler. Tendering for 220 kV Bus tie and 400 kV Tie –I are expected to be done by January’2019. It was suggested that OHPC may borrow CTs from OPTCL for restoration of 220 kV Bus coupler. 

Deliberations in the meeting

OHPC stated that the CB is in service. OHPC shall coordinate with O&M for CTs.

[Action: OHPC/ O&M]. 

C.6:  Guidelines for the charging of Transmission line connecting two generating plants after tripping on fault or outage  

There is a prevailing issue on the charging of transmission line connecting two generating complex after its outage/tripping. It has been observed sometimes that either of the utility is not ready for charging of the line from their end after its tripping on fault/outage. This results in the delay in the restoration of line and thus affecting the reliability of both the generating station. In view of this, there is a need of guideline on charging of such transmission lines.  

List of such transmission lines is given below: 

I. 400 kV Farakka-Kahalgaon Q/C. 

II. 400 kV Kahalgaon-Barh D/C.  

III. 400 kV Farakka-Sagardighi D/C.

IV. 400 kV RTPS-DSTPS D/C. 

As a general guideline following may be considered   

   If voltage difference between two system is more than 5 kV system which have lower voltage should charge the line

   In case voltage difference is less than 5 kV system which have higher fault level should charge

   If only one end has line reactor than the end which is not having the line reactor should attempt to charge first.
Deliberations in the meeting

Sr. G.M (O&M) stated that they will give their views after study.

C.7: Guidelines on Availability of Communication System 

As per Regulation 7.3(i) of CERC (Communication System for Inter-State transmission of Electricity), Regulations, 2017 and CERC letter dated 27.06.2017, National Power Committee (NPC) has been entrusted to prepare Guidelines on Availability of Communication System in consultation with RPCs, NLDC, RLDC and other stakeholders. 

 Accordingly, a Working  group was  constituted  with  Chief  Engineer  & Member  Secretary  (NPC) as Chairperson of the Working group and consisting of members from all the RPCs, PGCIL, POSOCO and few of the STUs. Three meetings of the Working group were held and a draft guidelines on “Availability of Communication  System” was finalized  in the 3rd meeting. 

Draft copy is enclosed at Annexure-B10. 

Members requested to send their comments to cenpc-cea@gov.in with a copy to mserpcpower@nic.in.

C.9: Data for preparation Load Generation Balance Report (LGBR) of ER for the year 2019-20 

As per the IEGC, RPC Secretariat is responsible for finalization of the Annual Load Generation Balance Report (LGBR) for Peak as well as Off-peak scenarios and the annual outage plan for the respective region  

To facilitate the preparation of LGBR of Eastern Region by ERPC Secretariat within the schedule period, the following data/information for the year 2019-20 in respect of the constituents/utilities of Eastern Region is urgently required: 

i) The unit wise and station wise monthly energy generation proposed from existing units during 2019-20 (thermal/hydro/RES).

ii) Annual maintenance programme for each of the generating units (thermal and hydro both).

iii)  Generating units under R&M / long outage indicating date of outage and reasons of outage and expected date of return (thermal and hydro both). 

iv) Partial and forced outage figures (in %) of generating units for the last 3 years.                                  

v) Month wise peak demand (MW) – restricted and unrestricted peak demand. i) Month wise off-peak demand (MW).  

vi) Month wise energy requirement (in MU). 

vii) Month wise & source wise power (both MU & MW) purchase and/or sale plan. ix) Schedule of commissioning of new generating units during 2019-20 and unit-wise monthly generation programme (in MU).

viii) Allocation of power from new generating units. 

ix) Month wise and annual planned outage of transmission system (Transmission lines 220kV and above / ICTs / Reactors/ other elements.

The islanding scheme was discussed in 68th PCC Meeting held on 18-06-2018.  PCC opined that the draft scheme submitted by Odisha was three years old and the draft scheme is needed to be reviewed with existing network configuration.   

PCC decided to discuss the islanding scheme in next PCC Meeting and advised OPTCL to submit all the relevant details to ERPC and ERLDC.  

In 69th PCC Meeting, it was decided that ERLDC and ERPC would study and finalize the islanding scheme in next PCC Meeting.
In the 124th PSOC meeting SLDC stated that PCC sought data from SLDC to finalize the quantum of load i.e max, min and avg to be considered for islanding scheme. It was decided to convene a meeting with IBTPS, SLDC and O&M to discuss and finalize.

C.15: Preparation of crisis management plan for Cyber Security in Power Sector in line with CERT-IN. 

The activity of the preparation of Crisis Management Plan for countering the cyber-attacks and its implementation including the Mock Drills, audits etc. is being monitored by CEA regularly in line with crisis management plant of Ministry of Power. Power Utilities (including generation, transmission & distribution utilities) of eastern region are to furnish regularly the updated status to on the same to Chief Engineer, Distribution Planning & Development Division, CEA. 

In 142nd OCC, ERLDC informed that, in line with Enquiry Committee Recommendation, cyber security audit is being conducted on regular basis for SCADA system installed at ERLDC and SLDC as well but cyber security audit for telecom infrastructure installed in Eastern Region is not being carried out.  

OCC advised all the constituents to conduct the cyber security audit on telecom infrastructure installed in Eastern Region. It is further advised that compliance / mitigation of the points observed during the audit should also be completed for improvement of the telecom infrastructure in ER. 

In 37th TCC meeting, it was decided that a workshop would be conducted by CEA at ERPC for further benefit of ER Constituents.  

In 144th OCC, ERLDC informed that they have already conducted a workshop with the help of NPTI, Durgapur on 21st March 2018. 

A workshop on cyber security was conducted by CEA at ERPC, Kolkata on 09-05-2018.

It is learnt that the Main meter installed by IbTPS feeders is recording 30 minutes reading while Check meter provided by OPTCL is recording 15 minutes reading. Unless ABT compliance Main and Check energy meters installed in IbTPS feeders & Generators will record 15 min block energy injection,   the energy accounting and PAFM cannot be computed. It is requested OPTCL / IbTPS to provide ABT compliance Main and Check meters in all the 220 kV IbTPS feeders & Generators.

In the 119th PSOC meeting CGM (O&M) stated that Ib TPS may deposit the required amount to release meters (for check meter).

In the 122nd PSOC meeting Ib TPS stated that this has already been approved by their Authority. The required amount will be deposited soon.

In the 123rd PSOC meeting O&M stated that the required amount is yet to be deposited by IB TPS. Ib TPS have not sent their representative to the meeting for deliberation.

In the 124th PSOC meeting IbTPS stated that due to change in price of energy meters, the revised proposal has been sent to their management for approval.

E.3: Compliance of CEA Regulations for Grid Connectivity of Renewable Energy Sources.
As per CEA (Technical Standards for connectivity to Grid) Regulations, 2007, dated 21st February 2007, the pertinent clauses 6 (iii) & 6 (iv) (b) of general Connectivity Conditions shall be applicable to all the Generating Projects including the renewable, which are getting connected to the Grid at voltage level of 33kV & above. Subsequently, CEA have notified the CEA (Technical Standards for Connectivity of the Distributed Generation Resources) Regulations 2013 dated 30.09.2013. These Regulations are applicable for “Distributed Generation Resources”, which means A Generating Station feeding electricity into the System at voltage level below 33kV. Needless to mention that these Regulations also cover the renewable projects connected to the Distribution Licensee’s System at voltage level of below 33kV. The letter received from CEA is annexed herewith. 

SLDC has already forwarded the Regulations & a letter received from DoE, Govt. of Odisha to the Distribution Licensees.  

A meeting was convened on 29.07.2017 by Director (Commercial) between all RE Generators, SLDC, GRIDCO, DISCOMS & Telecom to decide the strategy. It was decided that the RE generators shall suggest the mechanism to be adopted for real time data communication to SLDC & Telecom to examine the same.

A meeting has been convened by Gridco in this regard with the RE generators, OPTCL, Telecom & SLDC. In the meeting, two nos of agencies presented their data acquisition logic from the RE sources. It was decided that each agency will take up a pilot project for data communication from one RE source to SLDC. On completion of the above project next course of application shall be decided.

M/S Secure Meters Ltd has shown a demo for the pilot project on dated 09.07.2018. However, the data integration with SLDC VPS was not elaborated in the said demo. 
In the 123rd PSOC meeting Telecom stated that M/S Secure meters could not complete the Demo, as M/S Chemtrol requires Rs. 3.5 lacs to allow firewall access to them. M/s Chemtrol also interested to take up the work. GRIDCO may allow them for the pilot project. OPTCL may examine for Firewall access to avoid burden to the Solar projects.

In the 124th PSOC meeting it was suggested that GRIDCO may write a letter to Chemtrol for the pilot project.
